All of the shares are subject to time-based
restrictions. The restrictions on one-third of the shares are scheduled to lapse on December first of 2007, 2008 and
2009. In addition, the restrictions also lapse on all grants in the event of a change in control of the Company, as
defined in the Plan. Upon the termination of a recipient's service with the Company for any reason, such recipient
shall forfeit to the Company all shares for which restrictions have not lapsed as of the date of such termination.
